The initial offering for Advanced Ratings is Bete Matrix The Rate Matrix supplies a rate to the
application based on several values set on the order record as compared to ranges defined for any
combination of miles, weight, cubic feet, and lineartfe®/here the ranges intersect is where the rating
information will be pulled from, automatically, and set in the interfaces that compute charges for
recurring billed items, revenue items, and for quotes.

Notice that there are breakpoints for each axis. Bneakpoint Xis the Miles axis, which is not used in
this model, andBreakpoint Yis for the Weight axis. The breakpoint instructs the logicmog up to the
next Ratedf the quantity is within the range AND above the breakpoint. In our example, if the total
weight of the move was 3,500 pounds (instead of 2,500), then it would beeathhe breakpoint of 3,444
pounds and the charge would be $40.93 instead (jumping up to the next tier).

The matrix can also be used to simply assign rates based on one of the four elements of a move as well.
For example, if you wish only to use rangasdd on miles, then the Rate Matrix can be setup to achieve

this as well.
