A Tip to Keep You Moving: 

Custom Grid Layouts 

Local Dispatch and Claims interfaces are both equipped with 
expandable displays.   Expand the application’s border by 
moving the mouse over the edge until the mouse image turns 
into a double-arrow icon.  Drag the selected line to the desired 
width and the grids will expand to the size of the window.   

The entire window can be used to display Local 
Dispatch and Claims screens! 

Along with this feature is the ability to choose which columns 
are visible within the grid.  Click the right-side of the mouse in 
any of these grids and the following options should appear: 

 

Select the column(s) that you wish to have displayed within 
the grid from the Select Visible Columns dialog: 
 

 

 

The width of the columns can also be set by dragging the 
mouse over the line until a double-arrow icon appears and 
clicking the mouse and releasing it at the desired length. 

To reset the grid back to the application default setting, simply 
select the Reset Grid Layout option. 

The order in which data displays within most grids can be re-
arranged, as well.  Click on any column heading and drag it to 
the desired location within the heading row and release the 
mouse when the double-arrow icon appears.  Repeat for other 
columns that you wish to have moved. 

Many of these custom settings are automatically saved and 
made available the next time the user logs in.
